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Directive on reporting formalities  

 Article 5 - Electronic transmission of data . The EU Member States shall accept electronic 

reports and their transmission via a SW as soon 

ASAP and no later than 1 June 2015 . This SW, linking SSN, e-Customs and other 

electronic systems, shall be the place where all 

information is reported once and made available 

to various competent authorities and Member 

States.  

Meeting the challenge e-Maritime: Reporting Formalities 
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Directive on reporting formalities  

 Article 6 - Exchange of data . MS shall ensure that the received information is made 

available in their SSN system and shall make relevant 

parts of such information available to other MS via SSN . MS shall ensure that the information is made available, 

upon request, to the relevant national authorities  . National SW must be compatible with SSN, in accordance 

with Article 22a of Directive 2002/59/EC . MS may provide relevant access to the information referred 

to reporting formalities either through a NSW or through 

the national SafeSeaNet system.
